DESCRIPTION

The HM48-1 monoclonal antibody reacts with mouse CD48, a 45 kDa GPl-anchored glycoprotein that is also known as BCM1. CD48 is a member of the
signaling lymphocyte activation molecule (SLAM) family and Ig superfamily. It is expressed on leukocytes, but not on non-hematopoietic cells and plays a role in
cell adhesion and activation. The primary ligands for CD48 are CD2 (LFA-2) and CD244 (2B4 antigen). The HM48-1 antibody is reported to block in vitro and in
vivo CD48 mediated interactions.

PREPARATION & STORAGE

This monoclonal antibody was purified from tissue culture supernatant via affinity chromatography. The purified antibody was conjugated under optimal
conditions, with unreacted dye removed from the preparation. It is recommended to store the product undiluted at 4°C, and protected from prolonged exposure
to light. Do not freeze.

APPLICATION NOTES

This antibody preparation has been quality-tested for flow cytometry using mouse spleen cells, or an appropriate cell type (where indicated). Please refer to the
figure legend for the optimal concentration used to stain the tissue shown. We recommend titrating the antibody under your specific conditions to determine the
optimal concentration of antibody needed in your experimental system.
